Overall description
CT1 is working on specifying stage 3 protocols to support the UE access to the 3GPP 5G System (5GS) via non-3GPP access networks.

CT1 understands that RAN3's intention is to leverage the control plane and user plane protocols defined for 3GPP access. Currently TS 23.502 specifies procedures for non-3GPP access and how a UE can register and deregister to 5GC via an untrusted non-3GPP access network (subclause 4.12.2 and subclause 4.12.3)  In these procedures, N3IWF establishes IKEv2 SAs over non-3GPP access and the NGAP interfaces are used in control plane for NAS messages exchange between the UE and the AMF. Also for UE context release procedures (subclause 4.12.4), the N3IWF sends a N2 UE Context Release Request message to the AMF and upon receiving N2 UE Context Release Command, the N3IWF release the UE-associated N2-logical connections. 

Question 1: Can CT1 assume that these N2 messages contain the similar information used for 3GPP access or there will be any non-3GPP specific extensions?

Question 2: Does RAN3 expect any non-3GPP access specific extensions for N3 user plane transport protocols?  If yes, where would the extension be specified?
