There are 2 similar heading above thie “creating a derived QoS rule by reflective QoS” and “Updating the derived QoS rule by reflective QoS”. These 2 are correct as the creation and updation are done by refelective QoS. But the deleting is not done by reflective QoS functionality. So it shall be corrected.

It is also clarified that when a derived QoS rule is deleted for any reason, the associated timer shall be stopped as there are situation where the derived QoS rules are deleted upon intersystem changes.

Upon expiration of timer X associated with a derived QoS rule, the UE shall remove the derived QoS rule.

Upon release of the PDU session, the UE shall remove the derived QoS rule(s) associated with the PDU session.
When a derived QoS rule is deleted, the timer X associated with the derived QoS rule shall be stopped.
