Overall description
The two test cases addressed in LS R5-181321 involve scenarios in which the terminating UE uses preconditions although resources are available. 
CT1 discussed RAN5’s questions and concluded the following:
Neither TS 24.229 Annex R (IP-Connectivity Access Network specific concepts when using the EPC via WLAN to access IM CN subsystem) nor subclause 6.1.3 (Handling of SDP at the terminating UE) contain any requirements for the UE to send only 180 (Ringing). RFC 3312, section 13.3 figure 5 applies if the originating UE is in WLAN and the terminating UE is in cellular coverage (or vice versa), where preconditions still apply.

Hence, the terminating UE is allowed to send the SDP answer in a reliable 180 (Ringing), a reliable 183 (Session Progress), or the 200 (OK) response.
