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1. Introduction
This pCR is proposed to handle the abnormal case where the UE-initiated PDU session release procedure doesn’t receive response from the network. 
2. Reason for Change
According to the current specification, on the fifth expiry of timer T3582, the UE shall abort the procedure, shall release the allocated PTI, and shall perform the registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update with a REGISTRATION REQUEST message including the PDU session status IE.  

However, it is not justified why the UE shall maintain the PDU session if there’s no response from the network on PDU session relase request which may incur unnecessary exception handling and delay. 
It is proposed that on the fifth expiry of timer T3582 the UE shall locally release the PDU session context and perform the registration procedure for synchronization.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 v1.0.0.

Abnormal cases in the UE

The following abnormal cases can be identified:

a)
Expiry of timer T3582.

The UE shall, on the first expiry of the timer T3582, retransmit the PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message and shall reset and start timer T3582. This retransmission is repeated four times, i.e. on the fifth expiry of timer T3582, the UE shall abort the procedure, shall release the allocated PTI, shall locally release the PDU session, and shall perform the registration procedure for mobility and periodic registration update with a REGISTRATION REQUEST message including the PDU session status IE.
