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1. Introduction
This pCR removes an editor's note that seems to serve as a reminder for RAN WGs to do something.
2. Reason for Change
TS 24.501 subclause 4.8.4 already indicates that the lower layers of the UE may provide an indication to NAS that the current E-UTRA cell is connected to both EPC and 5GCN, for NAS to select the core network type (EPC or 5CGN) based on PLMN selection procedures. However, an editor's note remains to serve as a reminder for RAN working groups to define this indication. 

The editor's note does not have any clear action for CT1 to take that would result in changes to TS 24.501. Thus, it is proposed to remove the editor's note.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 v.1.1.1.

4.8.4
Core Network selection

If the UE is capable of both N1 mode and S1 mode, when the UE needs to use one or more functionalities not supported in 5GS but supported in EPS and the UE is in 5GMM-IDLE mode, the UE may disable the N1 mode radio capabilities (see subclause 4.9).

If the UE is capable of both N1 mode and S1 mode and lower layers provide an indication that the current E-UTRA cell is connected to both EPC and 5GCN, the UE shall select a core network type (EPC or 5GCN) based on the PLMN selection procedures as specified in 3GPP TS 23.122 [5] and provide the selected core network type information to the lower layer during the initial registration procedure.
NOTE:
If the PLMN selection information provisioned in the USIM does not contain any prioritization between E-UTRAN and NG-RAN for a PLMN, which core network type to select for that PLMN is up to UE implementation.
