	Stage 2 TS 23.501 and TS 23.167 contain statements restricting eCall over IMS in 5GS to E-UTRA connected to 5GCN:
[TS 23.501 subclause 5.16.4.1]

A serving network shall provide an Access Stratum broadcast indication from E-UTRA connected to 5GC to UEs indicating whether eCall Over IMS is supported. A UE that is not in limited service state determines that the cell supports eCall Over IMS using the broadcast indicator for eCall over IMS. Emergency calls for eCall Over IMS are only supported over E-UTRA connected to 5GC and are not supported over NR and non-3GPP access.
[TS 23.167 subclause H.1]

eCall is only supported with E-UTRAN and E-UTRA connected to 5GC. UE configured for eCall Only Mode can receive a PSAP call back for a limited duration following the termination of the eCall due to its specific mobility management procedures requirement as defined in TS 22.101 [8].
This restriction needs to be reflected in stage 3.

It is proposed to add text precluding the UE from originating an eCall over IMS in 5GC when camped on NR connected to 5GCN.
