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1. Reason for Change
In the TS 24.501 v1.1.1, the following Editor’s Notes remains regarding the UE configuration update procedure.

In subcluase 5.4.4.2,

Editor's note:
When the UE receives the two types of NSSAIs in the same message, which should not be included in the same message (i.e. new allowed NSSAI and new configured NSSAI, or new configured NSSAI and rejected NSSAI), the UE's handling on the received information is FFS.

In SA2 agreed CR in S2-184538, even when the new Configured NSSAI is provided via UCU procedure, the UE removes stored allowed NSSAI only when “registration requested” is indicated. If it is not indicated, the allowed NSSAI remains.

Regarding the inclusion of the configured NSSAI and the rejected NSSAI in a same message, this should be considered as mal-function since the current specification mandates not to include both NSSAIs in the same message.

Also this paper will resolve an editor’s note in subcluase 8.2.19.14,

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 v1.1.1.

5.4.4.2
Generic UE configuration update procedure initiated by the network 

The AMF shall initiate the generic UE configuration procedure by sending the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message to the UE. 
The AMF shall in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message either:

a)
include one or more of 5G-GUTI, TAI list, allowed NSSAI that may include the mapping to the configured NSSAI for the HPLMN, LADN information, service area list, MICO indication NITZ information, configured NSSAI that may include the mapping to the configured NSSAI for the HPLMN, or rejected NSSAI;
b)
indicate registration requested; or
c)
a combination of both.

If an acknowledgement from the UE is requested, the AMF shall indicate acknowledgement requested in the Configuration update indication IE in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message and shall start timer T3555. Acknowledgement shall be requested for all parameters except when only NITZ is included.

To initiate parameter re-negotiation between the UE and network, the AMF shall indicate "registration requested" in the Configuration update indication IE in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message. In this case, the acknowledgement shall be requested.
If a new allowed NSSAI information or AMF re-configuration of supported S-NSSAIs requires an AMF relocation, the AMF shall indicate "registration requested" in the Configuration update indication IE and include the Allowed NSSAI IE in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message. In this case, the acknowledgement shall be requested. 

If the AMF includes the Configured NSSAI in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the AMF shall indicate "registration requested" in the Configuration update indication IE in the message.

The CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message shall not include both a new allowed NSSAI information and a new configured NSSAI information when the AMF also includes "registration requested" indication. The CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message shall not include both a new configured NSSAI information and a rejected NSSAI information.


During an established 5GMM context, the network may send none, one, or more CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND messages to the UE. If more than one CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message is sent, the messages need not have the same content.
