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1. Introduction
The paper proposes to revise the inclusion criteria for Allowed NSSAI in Registration Accept message.
2. Reason for Change
It has been agreed in CT1#110 that a new condition that triggers AMF to put the subscribed S-NSSAIs marked as default in the allowed NSSAI of the REGISTRATION ACCEPT message is added as specified in TS 24.501 v1.1.1:

If the UE did not include the requested NSSAI in the REGISTRATION REQUEST message or none of the requested NSSAI are present in the subscribed S-NSSAIs, and one or more subscribed S-NSSAIs marked as default are available, the AMF shall put the subscribed S-NSSAIs marked as default in the allowed NSSAI of the REGISTRATION ACCEPT message. The AMF shall determine a registration area such that all S-NSSAIs of the allowed NSSAI are available in the registration area.
……
]
So it is proposed to align with the conclusion in subclause 8.2.7.5.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 v1.1.1.

8.2.7.5
Allowed NSSAI
This IE shall be included:

a)
if the network allows one or more S-NSSAIs received in the requested NSSAI of the REGISTRATION REQUEST message; or

b)
if the requested NSSAI was not included in the REGISTRATION REQUEST message  or none of the requested NSSAI are present in the subscribed S-NSSAIs, and the network has one or more subscribed S-NSSAIs marked as default that are available.
