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	Reason for change:
	According to TS 24.301, the UE NAS can disable and re-enable “E-UTRA capability”. In essence, the E-UTRA capability is a capability to access EPC, not a capability related to a certain radio access technology. For example, even if the E-UTRA capability is disabled, the UE should be able to access to 5GC via E-UTRA (such a term worked in the past when there existed one-to-one mapping between the radio access technology and the core network).

In this sense, the term “E-UTRA capability” does not fit well with its actual semantics. We propose to replace the term with S1 mode, which is already used in the specification.
For the sake of backwards compatibility, the name of the leaf is unchanged.
