Authentication and authorization for accessing 5GCN via an untrusted non-3GPP access network

6.3.1
General

In order to register to the 5G core network (5GCN) via untrusted non-3GPP IP access, the UE first needs to be configured with a local IP address from the untrusted non-3GPP access network (N3AN).

Once the UE is configured with a local IP address, the UE shall select the Non-3GPP InterWorking Function (N3IWF) as described in subclause 7.2 and shall initiate an IKE initial exchange according to RFC 7296 [6] to set up the IKEv2 security association establishment procedure as described in subclause 7.3. During these steps authentication and authorization for access to 5GCN shall be performed.
