a)
allocate a PTI value currently not used and set the PTI IE to the allocated PTI value; and

b)
include the UPSI(s) of the UE policy section(s) available in the UE in the UPSI list IE.

The UE shall send the UPSI LIST TRANSPORT message (see example in figure D.2.2.2.1). The UE shall transport the created UPSI LIST TRANSPORT message using the registration procedure (see subclause 5.5.1).

If the UE does not support access to the 5GCN via non-3GPP access, the UE shall include the Non-3GPP access not supported indication IE in the UPSI LIST TRNASPORT message.
