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1. Introduction
The attached spreadsheet summarizes the differences between the stage 2 3GPP TS 23.283 interworking and the following stage 2 specifications: 3GPP TS 23.379 (MCPTT), 3GPP TS 23.280 (core services) and 3GPP TS 23.282 (MCData).
The spreadsheet also contains a detail page which enumerates all of the differences found with references linking the TS 23.283 item with the TS where the difference was found.
This list of differences can become a guide to the work required to complete 3GPP TR 24.883.

2. Strategy for TR 24.883
1.
Determine the differences between 3GPP TS 23.283 and the other stage 2 MC services specifications (3GPP TS 23.379, 3GPP TS 23.280 or 3GPP TS 23.282). This has been done in the attached spreadsheet;

2.
determine whether any differences are necessary, i.e. whether there's a good reason for the difference. For those that are not necessary to be different:

a)
determine whether 3GPP TS 23.283 alignment with the other MC services stage two specifications is appropriate. Propose the change to SA6; or

b)
determine whether a change to the other MC services stage two specifications is appropriate. Propose the change to SA6; and
3.
for the remaining differences, specify the difference in stage 3 functionality for the IWF in TR 24.883. Note that the stage 3 modification may take one of the following forms:
a)
The IWF's behavior as an MC-like system diverges from a real MC system;
b)
Special instructions are given so that the IWF can behave as an MC system;

c)
The MC system's behavior changes when dealing with the IWF. This is a new case, thus far, no scenarios have been identified that require the MC system to know whether it's dealing with an IWF; or

d)
The MC system's behavior changes;
