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	Reason for change:
	The transport protocol for a SIP message is hop-to-hop and is not end-to-end according to RFC 3261. Having said that it should be ensured that an originating UE does not trigger an end-to-end TCP connection which may result in a calle setup carried by TCP, when sending a SIP INVITE request for MMTEL service towards the P-CSCF carried by TCP protocol due to the lack of N26 in the 5GS. Procedures for P-CSCF to avoid any possibility for end-to-end signaling carried by TCP is missing.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Text for P-CSCF are added to ensure the conversion from TCP to UDP transport layer protocol before forwarding towards S-CSCF upon receiving a SIP INVITE request to trigger an MMTEL service when the request is carried by TCP due to the lack of N26 in 5GS. 

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	There is not any gaurantee that the call setup is not carried by TCP in a situation where a UE sends a SIP INVITE request carried by TCP to trigger an MMTEL service when lacking N26.

The P-CSCF may receive from the UE a SIP INVITE request which is carried over TCP transport layer protocol. Upon receipt of such a SIP INVITE request, if

a "+g.3gpp.icsi-ref" header field parameter equal to "urn:urn-7:3gpp-service.ims.icsi.mmtel" in the Contact header field; and
-
a "+g.3gpp.icsi-ref" header field parameter equal to "urn:urn-7:3gpp-service.ims.icsi.mmtel" in the Accept-Contact header field; 
and if at the time of IMS registration, the UE included a transport=tcp URI parameter in the Contact header field in the SIP REGISTER request according to annex M of 3GPP TS 24.173 [8H], the P-CSCF shall use UDP as the transport layer protocol to forward the SIP INVITE request towards the S-CSCF.
