Overall description
CT1 thanks RAN2 for their LS on CN type indication for Redirection from NR to E-UTRA. 

CT1 noticed that in the LS, RAN2 stated:

If the selected cell support both 5GS and EPC then the CN type received from RRCRelease message is provided to NAS to [be] used to determine the NAS procedure to be performed. (The indication does not modify the cell selection behaviour)
This suggest that the AS reports the CN type to the NAS after a cell has been selected by the AS, which means the CN type included in the RRCRelease message will be the only CN type reported as available to the NAS.
However the corresponding agreed CR to TS 38.331 (in R2-1813426) contains the following text (similar text is in the agreed CR to TS 36.331 in R2-1813332):
5.3.8.3
Reception of the RRCRelease by the UE

The UE shall:

 the received cnType  is provided to upper layers; 

This suggest that the AS reports the CN type to the NAS before a cell has been selected by the AS, which means that the AS will also, after cell selection takes place, report the available CN type(s) for the selected cell to the NAS as per existing procedures.
CT1 would thus like to ask RAN2 the following question:

Question to RAN2:

In case of redirection from NR to E-UTRA with a CN type included in the RRCRelease message, will the AS:

· Option A: perform cell selection and then report only the CN type included in the RRCRelease message to the NAS; or

· Option B: report the CN type included in the RRCRelease message to the NAS, then performs cell selection and report available CN type(s) to the NAS for the selected cell.
CT1 notes that handling at NAS would be simpler with Option A.
