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1. Introduction

Adds procedure for IWF chat group call, participating function sending re-INVITE.
2. Reason for Change

Need to define how to send re-INVITE from the IWF in participating role when operating with chat groups. Used when an ongoing chat group call is upgraded to emergency or imminent peril.

NOTE1: in this pCR it is assumed that pre-established sessions (between IWF and LMR client) are not within the scope.

NOTE2: due to NOTE1, a correction to equivalent subclause for pre-arranged group call (110.1.1.3.1.3) is provided in a separate pCR C1-188291.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP 3GPP TR 24.883-041.

Sending of a SIP re-INVITE request towards MCPTT controlling function
Upon a need to send a SIP re-INVITE request for an MCPTT session identifying an on-demand chat MCPTT group session, the IWF performing the participating role:
1)
if unable to send the request due to a lack of resources or a risk of congestion exists, may skip the rest of the steps;
2)
shall determine if the media parameters are acceptable and if not shall skip the rest of the steps;
3)
shall generate an outgoing SIP re-INVITE request as specified in subclause 106.3.2.1.9;
4)
shall include in the SIP re-INVITE request an SDP offer as specified in subclause 106.3.2.1.1.1;
5)
if the SIP re-INVITE requires a Resource-Priority header field, shall include a Resource-Priority header field; and

NOTE 2: How the IWF performing the participating role determines the contents of of the Resource-Priority header field is out of scope of the current version of the specification.

6)
shall send the SIP re-INVITE request according to 3GPP TS 24.229 [4].
Upon receipt of a SIP 2xx response or a SIP 403 (Forbidden) response to the above SIP re-INVITE request, the IWF performing the participating role shall interact with the media plane as specified in 3GPP TS 24.380 [5].
