311.1
General
The MCData functional entities (as specified in subclause 305.2) check if the MCData user is allowed to initiate MCData SDS communications by following the procedures specified in 3GPP TS 24.282 [82], with the exception that the use of SDS sessions is not supported for participants homed in the IWF:
The IWF checks if a participant homed in the IWF is allowed to initiate MCData communications by following the procedures specified below:
1)
if the  participant homed in the IWF wishes to send a one-to-one MCData SDS message and the IWF determines, using methods outside the scope of the present document, that the participant homed in the IWF is not allowed to send the one-to-one SDS, the IWF shall not continue with the rest of the steps;

2)
if the participant homed in the IWF wishes to send a group MCData SDS message to an MCData group identity, and the IWF determines, using methods outside the scope of the present document, that the participant homed in the IWF is not allowed to send group MCData SDS messages on this group identity, the IWF shall not continue with the rest of the steps;

3)
if the paticipant homed in the IWF wishes to send a one-to-one MCData SDS message and the size of the payload is greater than the value contained in the <max-data-size-sds-bytes> element in the MCData service configuration document as specified in 3GPP TS 24.484 [50], IWF shall determine that the participant homed in the IWF is not allowed to send the one-to-one MCData SDS message due to excessive message size and shall not continue with the rest of the steps;

4)
if the participant homed in the IWF wishes to send a group MCData SDS message on an MCData group identity and the size of the data that the MCData user wishes to send is greater than the value contained in the <mcdata-on-network-max-data-size-for-SDS> element in the MCData group document for the MCData group ID as specified in 3GPP TS 24.481 [31], then the IWF shall determine that the participant homed in the IWF is not allowed to send the group MCData SDS message on this group identity due to excessive message size and shall not continue with the rest of the steps;

5)
if the participant homed in the IWF wishes to send a one-to-one MCData message to an MCData user and the IWF determines, by methods outside the scope of the present document, that the size of the payload is greater than the maximum amount of data that the IWF can transmit in a single one-to-one MCData message the IWF shall not continue with the rest of the steps;

6)
if the participant homed in the IWF wishes to send group MCData message to an MCData group identity and the IWF determines size of the payload is greater than the <mcdata-max-data-in-single-request> element of the <entry> element of the MCData group document for that MCData group as specified in 3GPP TS 24.481 [31], the IWF shall determine that the participant homed in the IWF is not allowed to send group MCData communications on this group identity due to the message exceeding the maximum amount of data that can be sent in a single request and shall not continue with the rest of the steps;
7)
the IWF shall determine that the participant homed in the IWF is allowed to initiate MCData communications.
