Local PDU session release without 5GSM signalling

The UE and the SMF release PDU sessions locally without peer-to-peer 5GSM signalling in the following case:

a)
during handover, if the target NG-RAN does not establish all the user-plane resources for the UE.
For case a), based on the indication from the lower layers, the UE and the SMF shall locally release the PDU sessions for which no user-plane resources are set up.
NOTE:
The above case a) does not apply for the UE when an RRC connection release occurs. The lower layers in the UE provide the status of user-plane resources for PDU sessions to the UE NAS layer when a change is detected by the lower layers including establishment and release of user-plane resources for PDU sessions for the UE in connected mode.
