Actions at the AS serving the terminating user holding used identity

For a terminating user that subscribes to Multi-Identity service, upon receiving an incoming INVITE or MESSAGE request, the AS shall:
-
verify the identity contained in the Request-URI with the Multi-Identity service for determination of the identity to which the user is contacted;
-
determine the additional identity information for the identity contained in the Request-URI as follows:
a)
if the additional identity information for the identity contained in the Request-URI is already stored, shall use it as the additional identity information; or

b)
if the additional identity information for the identity contained in the Request-URI is not already stored, shall use the identity contained in the Request-URI as the additional identity information; and
-
populate the received identity from the Multi-Identity service and the additional identity information for the received identity into the Multi-Id header field defined in 3GPP TS 24.229 [3] before forwarding the request downstream.

Actions at the terminating UE
For a terminating user that subscribes to Multi-Identity service, the UE shall support the receipt of the Multi-Id header field in SIP requests initiating a dialog or standalone transactions as defined in 3GPP TS 24.229 [3]. The UE shall display the targeted identity and the additional identity information for the targeted identity to the user. The UE may use the targeted identity as the calling number when dial back the call.
NOTE:
The UE finds the targeted identity from the Multi-Identity service, in the Multi-Id header field.
