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1. Introduction
This contribution provides the text for subclause 109.2.2 IWF procedures toward the MCPTT system.
Changes made in 8644:

- An extraneous "the" was removed from the second bullet of 109.2.2.1.

- The fifth and sixth bullets of 109.2.2.2.1 dealing with negotiated mode and forwarding affiliation status change to an MCPTT user were deleted.

- An editor’s note was added at the end to indicate that the procedure to affiliate with an MCPTT group on behalf of users homed in the IWF is FFS.

2. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.833 v0.4.0.

109.2.2.1
General

The IWF procedures toward the MCPTT system consist of:

-
procedures toward the MCPTT system of an IWF serving the user homed in the IWF; and

-
procedures of an IWF owning a group that is visible to the MCPTT system.

109.2.2.2
Procedures toward the MCPTT system of an IWF serving the user homed in the IWF
109.2.2.2.1
General

The procedures toward the MCPTT system of an IWF serving the user homed in the IWF consist of:

-
a receiving subscription to affiliation status procedure;

-
a sending notification of change of affiliation status procedure;

-
a sending affiliation status change towards MCPTT server owning MCPTT group procedure;

-
an affiliation status determination from MCPTT server owning MCPTT group procedure;

-
an affiliation status determination procedure;

-
an affiliation status change by implicit affiliation procedure;

-
an implicit affiliation status change completion procedure;

-
an implicit affiliation status change cancellation procedure; and

-
an implicit affiliation to configured groups procedure.
109.2.2.2.2
Stored information

The IWF shall maintain a list of MCPTT user information entries that are mapped to users homed in the IWF. The list of the MCPTT user information entries contains one MCPTT user information entry for each served MCPTT ID used by the IWF to represent a user homed in the IWF.

In each MCPTT user information entry, the IWF server shall maintain:

1)
an MCPTT ID. This field uniquely identifies the MCPTT user information entry in the list of the MCPTT user information entries; and

2)
a list of MCPTT client information entries.

In each MCPTT client information entry, the IWF shall maintain:

1)
an MCPTT client ID. This field uniquely identifies the MCPTT client information entry in the list of the MCPTT client information entries; and
2)
a list of MCPTT group information entries.
In each MCPTT group information, the IWF shall maintain:

1)
an MCPTT group ID. This field uniquely identifies the MCPTT group information entry in the list of the MCPTT group information entries;
2)
an affiliation status;
3)
an expiration time;

4)
an affiliating p-id; and
5)
a next publishing time.

NOTE:
The IWF is only responsible for maintaining the above information for users homed in the IWF that are visible to the MCPTT system and for groups homed in the IWF that are visible to the MCPTT system.
Editor’s Note: The procedure for the IWF to affiliate with a group homed in the MCPTT system on behalf of users homed in the IWF is FFS.
