Overall description
CT1 thanks SA3, CT and SA2 for their LS on Routing ID.

CT1 discussed the potential mechanisms that could be used to update the Routing ID as indicated in the LS from SA3 and would like to provide the following feedback:

Question: Given that existing OTA mechanisms meet SA3 security requirements for UDM to USIM information update, SA3 would like to understand why a Routing ID updating requirements could not be addressed using existing OTA based mechanisms.

Answer from CT1: 

CT1 agreed that OTA mechanism can meet SA3 security requirements for UDM to USIM information update, however CT1 would like to point out the OTA mechanism has some drawback as well:
1. The SIM OTA mechanism requires an extra network element OTA Gateway in the core network. For new 5G network, deployment of this additional network element should not be mandatory.

2. 3GPP OTA mechanism relies on using SMS as delivery "bearer", which means the mechanism can only work after UE's registration.
The following are the outcomes of the discussion:
· CT1 agreed that OTA mechanism can be used for Routing ID update in 5GS per operator preference. Alternative control plane based mechanism that does not rely on availability of OTA infrastructure in an operator's network should also be an option.

· CT1 agreed to standardize option 2 for 5GS to enable routing ID update using secure packet based control plane mechanism towards USIM.

· The native 5GS solution will be mandatory to support for the PLMN and UEs and will be optionally used by HPLMN according to the home network operator strategy whether to use this native solution, or to use existing OTA mechanism or combinations of the solutions.
