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1. Introduction
Adds procedure for IWF PF role to set fields in an invite request.
2. Reason for Change
The 106.3.2.1.3 subclause in the TR has client steps for on demand calls. To remove the editor's note, chat and private calls also need to be considered. Client subclauses also have steps for receipt of 2xx, 4xx, 5xx, 6xx responses and SIP INFO messages that need to be handled by the PF. This is too much complexity for this one simple shared subclause.
Changes:

- First change, remove existing subclause from the TR

- Restore 106.3.2.1.3 to it's original form in TS 24.379

- Remove steps that are normally handled by client subclauses

- P-Asserted-Identity contains the IMPU, which is FFS, included an Editor's note stating that.

3. Conclusions

By retaining the original TS 24.379 structure as much as possible, i.e. by referencing the client subclauses from each PF top level feature subclause, the complexity can be minimized. 106.3.2.1.3 should only have steps related to the PF.

Sending an INVITE request
This subclause is referenced from other procedures.

When generating an initial SIP INVITE request according to 3GPP TS 24.229 [4], the participating MCPTT function:

should include the Session-Expires header field according to IETF RFC 4028 [7]. It is recommended that the "refresher" header field parameter is omitted. If included, the "refresher" header field parameter shall be set to "uac";

shall include the option tag "timer" in the Supported header field;

4)
shall include the public user identity of the calling user in the P-Asserted-Identity header field in the outgoing SIP INVITE request;
Editor's Note:
The P-Asserted-Identity contains the IMPU. Use of IMPU is FFS.
5)
shall include the g.3gpp.mcptt media feature tag into the Contact header field of the outgoing SIP INVITE request;

6)
shall include the ICSI value "urn:urn-7:3gpp-service.ims.icsi.mcptt" (coded as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [4]), into the P-Asserted-Service header field of the outgoing SIP INVITE request;
