Abnormal cases are FFS.

There is need of resolving the editor’s notes in the specification.
The network-requested UE policy management procedure is used for different purposed as follows:

a)
add one or more new UE policy sections to the UE;

b)
modify one or more UE policy sections stored at the UE; or

c)
delete one or more UE policy sections stored at the UE.

The procedure contains two messages, i.e., the request from the network (PCF) and the response from the UE. The pcf, when sending the request to the UE, starts a timer, and therefore there is need of taking care of the abnormal case when expiry of the timer occurs. Hence, an abnormal cases for the expiry of the timer started by the PCF needs to be introduced in the sub-claue D.2.1.4.

T35xx expired.

The PCF shall, on the first expiry of the timer T35xx, retransmit the MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND message and shall reset and start timer T35xx. This retransmission is repeated four times, i.e. on the fifth expiry of timer T35xx, the PCF shall abort the procedure.
