removed checking for lack of resources, the IWF would not initiate a request if it didnt have resources.

removed steps pertaining to pre-established sessions. Pre-established sessions are between client and PF. The client to PF connection in the IWF are out of scope. This subclause is for re-INVITES from PF to CF, thus the re-INVITES originate at the client, which means in this case, out of scope.
-
refer to common subclause for resource-priority
-
For responses to 2xx, 4xx, 5xx, 6xx and SIP INFO, refer to referred MCPTT client subclauses for handling. The response handing in the MCPTT client subclauses deal with emergency states.

Sending of a SIP re-INVITE request towards MCPTT controlling function

This subclause covers on-demand sessions.

Upon a need to send a SIP re-INVITE request for an MCPTT session identifying an on-demand prearranged MCPTT group session, the IWF performing the participating role:




1)
if the request is for an upgrade to an in-progress emergency or an imminent peril, shall perform the steps in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.3;

2)
if the request is for a cancellation of an in-progress emergency, shall perform the steps in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.4; 

3)
if the request is for a cancellation of an in-progress imminent peril, shall perform the steps in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.5;
4)
shall determine the MCPTT ID of the originating user from public user identity in the P-Asserted-Identity header field of the SIP INVITE request, and authorise the calling user;

NOTE:
The MCPTT ID of the originating user is bound to the public user identity at the time of service authorisation, as documented in subclause 7.3.

5)
shall include the MCPTT ID of the originating user in <mcptt-calling-user-id> element of the application/vnd.3gpp.mcptt-info+xml MIME body of the SIP INVITE request;
6)
if the SIP re-INVITE request relates to an on-demand session, shall include in the SIP re-INVITE request an SDP offer as specified in subclause 106.3.2.1.1; 

7)
if the SIP re-INVITE requires a Resource-Priority header field, shall include a Resource-Priority header field according to 106.2.8.1.15; and


8)
shall send the SIP re-INVITE request according to 3GPP TS 24.229 [4].


Upon receipt of a SIP 2xx response to the above SIP re-INVITE request, the IWF performing the participating role the IWF performing the participating role: 
1)
shall interact with the media plane as specified in 3GPP TS 24.380 [5]; 
2)
if the request in the present subclause above is for an upgrade for emergency or imminent peril, shall follow the procedures for SIP 200 (OK) response as specified in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.3;

3)
if the request in the present subclause above is for an in-progress emergency cancel, shall follow the procedures for SIP 200 (OK) response as specified in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.4; and

4)
if the request in the present subclause above is for an in-progress imminent peril cancel, shall follow the procedures for SIP 200 (OK) response as specified in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.5.
Upon receipt of a SIP 403 (Forbidden) response to the above SIP INVITE request the IWF performing the participating role shall interact with the media plane as specified in 3GPP TS 24.380 [5].
On receiving a SIP 4xx response, a SIP 5xx response or a SIP 6xx response to the SIP INVITE request, the IWF performing the participating role:

1)
if the request in the present subclause above is for an upgrade for emergency or imminent peril, shall follow the procedures for SIP 4xx, SIP5xx and SIP 6xx responses as specified in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.3;
2)
if the request in the present subclause above is for an in-progress emergency cancel, shall follow the procedures for SIP 4xx, SIP5xx and SIP 6xx responses as specified in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.4; or

3)
if the request in the present subclause above is for an in-progress imminent peril cancel, shall follow the procedures for SIP 4xx, SIP5xx and SIP 6xx responses as specified in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.5.
Upon receiving a SIP INFO request where the Request-URI contains an MCPTT session ID identifying an ongoing session, the IWF performing the participating role: 
1)
if the request in the present subclause above is for an upgrade for emergency or imminent peril, shall follow the procedures for SIP INFO as specified in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.3;

2)
if the request in the present subclause above is for an in-progress emergency cancel, shall follow the procedures for SIP INFO as specified in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.4; or

3)
if the request in the present subclause above is for an in-progress imminent peril cancel, shall follow the procedures for SIP INFO as specified in subclause 110.1.1.2.1.5.
