Overall description
In the current 23.501 specification sub clause 5.16.4.9 it is stated that the 
The UE shall not request any PDU Session Modification for the emergency PDU Session
The network shall reject any UE requested PDU Session Modification that is for an emergency PDU Session.

However, In the current 24.501 specification, there are situations where the UE is forced to do a UE requested PDU session modification procedure for an Emergency PDU session as described below.

During an emergency PDU session estasblishment, if the UE detects semantic or syntactic errors in the QoS rules received in PDU session establishment accept, UE may need to delete some rules and inform the network about the deletion via a UE initiated PDU session modification procedure. This is important as the UE need to inform the NW that some QoS rules are deleted in the UE.
So the UE requested PDU session modification needs to be handled by SMF for an emergency PDU session in abnormal scenarios.
