3)	if the Request-URI of the SIP SUBSCRIBE request contains the public service identity identifying the IWF performing the terminating participating role, shall identify the originating MCData ID in the <mcdata-calling-user-identity> element of the application/vnd.3gpp.mcdata-info+xml MIME body of the SIP SUBSCRIBE request;
4)	if the originating MCData ID is different than the served MCData ID and the originating MCData ID is not authorized to subscribe to affiliation status of the served MCData ID, shall send a 403 (Forbidden) response and shall not continue with the rest of the steps; and
Editor’s Note: “subscribe to” should be used instead of “modify” in TS 24.282 in the corresponding location as step 4 above.
5)	shall generate a 200 (OK) response to the SIP SUBSCRIBE request according to 3GPP TS 24.229 [4], IETF RFC 6665 [26].
For the duration of the subscription, the IWF performing the role of the MCData server shall notify the subscriber about changes of the information of the served MCData ID, as described in subclause 308.3.3.5.
