Use case description
This use case is for a small group having a common identity. The members of the group all have their own subscriptions. They want to be reached under one common identity and they want to be able to indicate this common identity in outgoing calls. This could be used for small companies, small groups like leadership team in a football team or other groups.

2
Solution description
The users all have their own subscriptions. For the Group ID there is a choice of having the Group ID either in a separate subscription or it can be associated with one of the group members subscriptions. The users use the Additional-Identity header field when they want to make an outgoing call using the group identity. The network uses the Additional-Identity header field for terminating use cases to inform the UE that it is reached by the GroupID.
3
Subscription modeling

In the figure below two alternatives for subscription modeling are shown. First model is that the Group ID is an identity in a separate subscription. The subscription is virtual in the sense that it does not have any UEs that will ever register. The other members have their own subscriptions and they need to have provisioned the ability to use the Group ID for originating calls.
The second model is a model where one of the subscribers (subscriber 2) in the group has the Group ID provisioned as an identity with its own service set. The Group ID is virtual in the sense that no UE will need to register to it.

Call Flow

4.1
Originating call flow
In this call flow the user A is any of the three users in subscription 1, 2, or 3. Say we take user 1 which uses MSISDN1 as native identity. The originating services are handled by the TAS of user 1, and the presence of the Additional-Identity header field can be used by the TAS to perform a special set of originating services.
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4.2
Terminating call flow

This terminating call flow is similar to the terminating call flow in subclause B.3.2 in TS 24.174. Only the INVITE of the user 1 is shown. For the MSISDN-2 leg, if TAS-GroupId and TAS-2 are the same it is a deployment issue whether the INVITE goes down to the S-CSCF and comes back to TAS-2 or if TAS-2 performs the MSISDN-2 terminating services immediately.
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
