Overall description
CT1 observed the requirements for enhanced access control on E-UTRAN as specified in TS 22.011 subclause 4.3.1 which only prioritised MO MMTEL voice, MO MMTEL video and MO SMS (including MO SMSoIP and MO SMS over NAS) for ACB skip. Based on this, currently for IMS signalling (e.g. IMS initial registration, re-registration, subscription refresh), it was implemented in stage 3 that it is not subject to ACB skip.
Under this access control mechanism, CT1 identified following problems in E-UTRAN:
Problem 1: The access attempt for IMS initial registration can be barred by ACB due to it was not prioritized for ACB skip which causes all MO MMTEL voice, MO MMTEL video and MO SMSoIP services are not available.

Problem 2: After the IMS initial registration, the access attempt for some SIP signalling (e.g. reregistration, subscription refresh) can also be barred by ACB due to it was not prioritized for ACB skip, which causes the failure handling at the UE and finally causes all MO MMTEL voice, MO MMTEL video and MO SMSoIP services are not available.

To resolve above problems, CT1 believe one straightforward way is to prioritise IMS signalling (e.g. IMS initial registration, re-registration, subscription refresh) for ACB skip in E-UTRAN as well.

CT1 would like to ask SA1: is it feasible to extend the current requirements for enhanced access control on E-UTRAN to prioritise IMS signalling for ACB skip in Rel-16?
CT1 noted similar problems may also exist in 5GS as for the unified access control (UAC) in 5GS, only MO MMTEL voice, MO MMTEL video and MO SMS (including MO SMSoIP and MO SMS over NAS) services are prioritzed for UAC as well.
