If the originating user wishes to use a native identity, the originating UE can include the P-Preferred-Identity header fields as specified in TS 24.229 [3].

If the originating user wishes to use an external alternative identity which the UE is allowed to use, the originating UE shall include in any outgoing INVITE or MESSAGE requests, an Additional-Identity header field, defined in annex A, set to the selected identity.
