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	Reason for change:
	In LS C1-190377, CT1 asked SA3 whether the UE parameters update procedure which enables update of the Routing indicator at the UE due to UDM migration also needs to enable, optionally, update of the home network public key and home network public key identifier at the UE.

In reply LS S3-190413, SA3 quoted the following text from TS 33.501 subclause 5.2.5:

"Provisioning, and updating the Home Network Public Key in the USIM shall be in the control of the home network operator. 
NOTE 2:	The provisioning and updating of the Home Network Public Key is out of the scope of the present document. It can be implemented using, e.g. the Over the Air (OTA) mechanism."
And SA3 indicated that “a new mechanism to update the home network public key and key ID during Routing indicator update is not required.  Please note: provisioning of the home network public key and key ID is within the scope of SA3.”

Consequently, the Editor’s note stating “Whether Home network public key identifier and Home network public key can be updated is FFS” in subclause 4.11 can be removed.

Additionally, since the protection scheme identifier is configured in conjunction with the home network public key and home network public key identifier, it is not useful to update the protection schem identifier without also updating the home network public key and home network public key identifier. 

	
	

	Summary of change:
	The Editor’s note stating “Whether Home network public key identifier and Home network public key can be updated is FFS” in subclause 4.11 was removed.

The protection scheme identifier was removed from the list of USIM configuration parameters which can be updated via NAS signalling.

Interoperability impact analysis
This CR removes an Editor’s note and a parameter for which no encoding had been specified, hence it is backwards compatible with previous releases of this specification.

The 5GS supports updating UE parameters via NAS signalling. The feature enables the HPLMN to securely and dynamically re-configure the UE configuration parameters stored on the USIM and the ME. 
In this release of the specification, updates of the following USIM configuration parameters are supported:
-	routing indicator.; and
-	protection scheme identifier.
Editor's note: Whether Home network public key identifier and Home network public key can be updated is FFS.
In this release of specification, updates of the following ME configuration parameters are supported:
-	default configured NSSAI.
The update of UE configuration parameters is initiated by the network using the network-initiated downlink NAS transport procedure as described in subclause 5.4.5.3. The ME acknowledgement of successful reception of the updated UE configuration parameter information is sent back to the network using the UE-initiated uplink NAS transport procedure as described in subclause 5.4.5.2.
