Overall description
Operators have expressed their concerns about their inability to provide the correct APN/DNN connectivity information per application basis to devices. For instance, with resource constraint devices (e.g. IoT), OEMs are not able to pre-configure all the APN configurations of all MNOs where the devices are to be deployed. In such case the devices may not be able to access the MNO services because of absent or incorrect APN configuration information.

The case when the Home operator cannot provide to OEMs the corporate APN information because of confidentiality reasons (e.g. APNs to access corporate VPNs of the operator’s corporate users) has also been discussed.
In CT6, it was proposed to provide storage of APN information in USIM for optional use in the devices. This would involve creating a new EF to store the APNs/DNNs in priority order along with information such as: 

· Connectivity Type by location ((E)HPLMN or Roaming)

· Authorized Service list

· Login/password

· Bearer description

· Authentication type (PAP, CHAP or both).

During the discussion in CT6, there were questions about its potential impacts on CT1: how the UE would resolve the interactions between URSP parameters and the APN parameters from the proposed USIM EF; possible interactions between the APN/DNN information provided by the network based solutions, and the APN/DNN information provided by a USIM based solution.
CT6 would like to seek guidance from CT1 to understand what the potential impacts on CT1 are, if any, and how CT1 can address the potential impacts.
