*** First Change ***

4.5.3.1
Actions at the originating UE

Editor's Note: If a UE configured to use a non-native identity for MiD service registers this identity is FFS.

If the originating user wishes to use a native identity, the originating UE shall include in the outgoing INVITE or MESSAGE request the From header field and may include the P-Preferred-Identity header field(s) as specified in TS 24.229 [3]. The From header field and the P-Preferred-Identity header field (if included) shall contain the native identity.
If the originating user wishes to use a registered alternative identity or a registered virtual identity, the originating UE shall include in the outgoing INVITE or MESSAGE request the From header field and the P-Preferred-Identity header field. The P-Preferred-Identity header field and the From header field shall contain the registered alternative identity or the registered virtual identity.
If the originating user wishes to use an external alternative identity, a non-registered alternative identity or a non-registered virtual identity, which the UE is allowed to use, the originating UE shall include in any outgoing INVITE or MESSAGE requests, an Additional-Identity header field, defined in annex A, set to the selected identity and shall include the native identity in the From header field.
