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Overall description
CT1 thanks CT6 for their LS on APN storage in the USIM. CT1 has discussed the proposal to provide storage of APN information in USIM for optional use in the devices and would like to provide the following feedback:

· Configuration of a specific DNN for a given application is possible in 5GS since Rel-15 via the provisioning of URSP (UE Route Selection Policy) at the UE

· URSP does not need to be pre-configured in the UE, it can be sent to the UE over the air via NAS signalling, which addresses the issues in the CT6 LS that “OEMs are not able to pre-configure all the APN configurations of all MNOs where the devices are to be deployed” and that in some cases “the Home operator cannot provide to OEMs the corporate APN information because of confidentiality reasons (e.g. APNs to access corporate VPNs of the operator’s corporate users)”.
· There are already solutions in existing 3G/4G products to associate an application with a specific APN (e.g. configuration in the HLOS or configuration in the modem)

In light of the above, CT1 would like to ask CT6 the following questions:

Question 1: For 5GS, why is URSP not sufficient to enable providing the correct DNN connectivity information per application basis to devices?

Question 2: For GPRS/EPS, how would it be ensured that the new EF to store the APNs/DNN on the USIM does not interfere with existing solutions used in 3G/4G devices?
