Following the above text from 24.008 below scenario can be considered:
1. UE can be in GMM-REGISTERED. ATTEMPTING-TO-UPDATE sate when UE is not in registered area i.e. UE is not registered with network. Example scenario is UE has moved out of RAI and in new RAI the UE faces abnormal case, attempt counter reaches 5. Due to which UE enters GMM-REGISTERED. ATTEMPTING-TO-UPDATE state. In this case UE shall not initiate GPRS detach procedure.
2. The other case can be the UE perform periodic RAU and receives congestion cause (#22) from network. In this case network restarts the mobile reachable timer and sets the timer value greater than periodic RAU timer value. Thus UE’s context is maintained in the network. Now if UE wants to perform GPRS detach procedure then it should be allowed. 

Considering above cases the proposed behaviour is already captured in 24.301(in approved C1-191590) and 24.501(in approved C1-191532). It’s proposed that UE shall follow the same behaviour in TS 24.008 GMM.
