	Reason for change:
	While handling 'Send Transmission Request message' in State: 'U: has no permission to transmit', improper condition is added to check if MCVideo client is sending RTP media to MCVideo server. If MCVideo client is sending RTP media to MCVideo server then another instance of ‘Transmission participant state transition diagram for basic transmission control operation' is created.
But, the transmission participant is in State: 'U: has no permission to transmit' when the transmission participant is not sending RTP media packets or is not waiting for a transmission control message response. So condition check is not required.

Also, the instance of 'Transmission participant state transition diagram for basic transmission control operation' is already created when call is initiated for originating MCVideo user and when call is established for terminating MCVideo user. So, creating of another instance of 'Transmission participant state transition diagram for basic transmission control operation' is not required.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Removed condition to check if MCVideo client is sending RTP media to MCVideo server. Also, removed creation of another instance of 'Transmission participant state transition diagram for basic transmission control operation'.

Send Transmission Request message (Click Transmission send button)

Upon receiving an indication from the user to request permission to send media, the transmission participant:

1.
void

shall send the Transmission Request message toward the transmission control server; The Transmission Request message:

a.
if a different priority than the normal priority is required, shall include the Transmission Priority field with the priority not higher than negotiated with the transmission control server as specified in subclause 14.3.3; and

b.
if the Transmission request is a broadcast group call, system call, emergency call or an imminent peril call, shall include a Transmission Indicator field indicating the relevant call types;

3.
shall start timer T100 (Transmission Request) and initialise counter C100 (Transmission Request) to 1; and

4.
shall enter the 'U: pending request to transmit' state.
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
