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1. Introduction
TS 24.174 contains the subclause dedicated to the description of the behavior of the originating AS for authorization of the usage of non-native identities, which is empty so far. Therefore, it is proposed to add some detais on AS behavior.
2. Reason for Change
In this pCR, it is proposed to describe how the originating AS check whether the originating UE can use a non-native identity to avoid missusage, fraud or unexpected user experience for the service.
There are two diffeent aspects that need to be verified. Firstly, the service activation state, which indicates wheather the MiD service is subscribed and configured. Secondly, the identity activation state, which provides an information if the non-native identity is enabled or disabled (e.g., temporarly). This is expressed by the two steps process proposed.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.174.

4.5.3.2.2
Checking of the authorization

The AS serving the originating user shall authorize the usage of the identity contained in the Additional-Identity header field as the originating identity by checking:

-
if the identity contained in the Additional-Identity header field is declared in the user's service data associated to  the native identity of the originating user; and
-
if the activation state of the identity contained in the Additional-Identity header field is enabled in locally stored configuration profile of the originating user.
Editor's Note: The definition and the details on the usage of the identity activations state is FFS.
Editor's Note: Procedures for the originating AS to synchronize the activation state of the identity in the Additional-Identity header for this UE is FFS.
Otherwise, the originating user is not authorized to use the identity contained in the Additional-Identity header field as the originating identity.
