309.2.2.4.1
Originating controlling IWF procedures

This subclause describes the procedures for sending a SIP MESSAGE from the IWF performing the controlling role and is initiated by the IWF as a result of an action in subclause 309.2.2.4.2.

309.2.2.4.1.1
Action on receipt of SIP MESSAGE request from an MCData system

If the initiating action is as a result of a received SIP MESSAGE request from an MCData system:

The IWF: 

1)
shall build and send a SIP MESSAGE request as specified in 3GPP TS 24.282 subclause 9.2.2.4.1;

2)
handles internally any further actions needed as a result of the initiating action – e.g. notify users homed in the IWF.

309.2.2.4.1.2
Action on receipt of SIP MESSAGE request external to an MCData system

If the initiating action is as a result of of the IWF determining from a trigger from the terminating side external to the MCData system that a SIP MESSAGE request shall be generated on behalf of a user homed in the IWF:

1)
shall generate a SIP MESSAGE request in accordance with 3GPP TS 24.229 [4] and IETF RFC 3428 [33];

2)
shall include an Accept-Contact header field containing the g.3gpp.mcdata.sds media feature tag along with the "require" and "explicit" header field parameters according to IETF RFC 3841 [6] in the outgoing SIP MESSAGE request;

3)
shall include an Accept-Contact header field with the media feature tag g.3gpp.icsi-ref with the value of "urn:urn-7:3gpp-service.ims.icsi.mcdata.sds" along with parameters "require" and "explicit" according to IETF RFC 3841 [6] in the outgoing SIP MESSAGE request;

4)
shall create the following MIME bodies in the outgoing SIP MESSAGE request by following the guidelines in subclause 306.4:

a)
application/vnd.3gpp.mcdata-info+xml MIME body;

b)
application/vnd.3gpp.mcdata-signalling MIME body; and

c)
application/vnd.3gpp.mcdata-payload MIME body
5)
in the application/vnd.3gpp.mcdata-info+xml MIME body:
a)
shall set the <mcdata-request-uri> element set to the MCData ID of the terminating user; and

b)
if the IWF determines that that the SDS message to be sent is a group SDS, shall set the <mcdata-calling-group-id> element to the group identity;

shall set the Request-URI to the  public service identity of the IWF of the participant homed in an IWF to be invited;7)
shall setthe P-Asserted-Identity header field of the outgoing SIP MESSAGE request to the public user identityof the IWF;
7)
shall setthe P-Asserted-Identity header field of the outgoing SIP MESSAGE request to the public user identityof the IWF;
8)
shall include a P-Asserted-Service header field with the value "urn:urn-7:3gpp-service.ims.icsi.mcdata.sds";
9)
shall send the SIP MESSAGE request to those users homed in the MCData system according to rules and procedures of 3GPP TS 24.229 [4]: and
10)
handles internally any further actions needed as a result of the initiating action – e.g. notify users homed in the IWF.

Terminating controlling IWF procedures

309.2.2.4.2.1
Action on receipt of “SIP MESSAGE request for standalone SDS for controlling MCData function"

Upon receipt of a "SIP MESSAGE request for standalone SDS for controlling MCData function", from a MCData system the IWF acting as a controlling MCData function shall 

1)
process the message according to 3GPP TS 24.282 subclause 9.2.2.4.2;

2)
handles internally any further actions needed as a result of the initiating action – e.g. notify users homed in the IWF.
How an IWF performing the controlling role of a group obtains information about the group is out of scope of the present document.

How the IWF determines a maximum payload size compatible with the MCData system is out of scope of the present document.

309.2.2.4.2.2
IWF receiving an SDS message request on behalf of users homed in the IWF

If  the IWF acting in a terminating controlling role determines that it shall send an SDS message on behalf of a user homed in the IWF then the IWF shall:

1)
shall generate and send SIP MESSAGE request(s) to the targeted recipient(s) by following the procedure in subclause 309.2.2.4.1.1.
