shall send the MONP message as a UDP message to the multicast IP address of the MCPTT group, on UDP port 8809, with an IP time-to-live set to 255; and


2)
shall treat UDP messages received on the multicast IP address of the MCPTT group and on port TBD as received MONP messages.

The MONP message is the entire payload of the UDP message.

Sending/Receiving a message

In order to participate in a private call, the MCPTT client:

1)
shall send the MONP message as a UDP message to the local IP address of the MCPTT user, on UDP port 8809, with an IP time-to-live set to 255; and


2)
shall treat UDP messages received on the port TBD as received MONP messages.

NOTE:
An MCPTT client that supports IPv6 shall listen to the IPv6 addresses.
