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Introduction
During the last 3GPP-IETF Coordination meeting at IETF#104, it was brought up that draft-jesske-sipcore-sip-tree-cap-indicators – “Internet Assigned Numbers Authority (IANA) Registration of the Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) Feature-Capability indicators” – has expired in the meantime. This draft was created out of draft-allen-sipcore-sip-tree-cap-indicators and was introduced in TS 24.229 with CR#4895 during CT1#88 in July 2014.

This feature is used to let the S-CSCF know the media capabilities supported and/or authorized in the access network.
