Support of access performance measurements


When an ATSSS capable UE requests an MA PDU session, the UE may receive Measurement Assistance Information. 

Measurement Assistance Information is defined in clause 5.32.5 of 3GPP TS 23.501[2] and shall include the IP address and the UDP port of a Performance Measurement Function (PMF) in the UPF, with which the UE can exchange PMF protocol messages. 
In this release of the specification, the following PMF protocol messages can be exchanged between the UE and the PMF:

 -
Messages for Round Trip Time (RTT) measurements;or
-
Messages for reporting access availability/unavailability by the UE to the UPF.

The access performance measurementprocedures are specified in subclause 5.3 including the procedures for:

a)
UE-initiated Round Trip Time measurement; and

b)
Network-initiated Round Trip Time measurement.
The access availability/unavailability procedures are specified in subclause 5.4
When an ATSSS capable UE requests an MA PDU session and indicates that it only supports the MPTCP functionality, the network should not send Measurement Assistance Information as in this case the UE can use the measurements available at the MPTCP layer.
