UE-requested PDU session modification procedure

6.4.2.1
General
The purpose of the UE-requested PDU session modification procedure is:

a)
to enable the UE to request modification of a PDU session;
b)
to indicate a change of 3GPP PS data off UE status for a PDU session;

c)
to revoke the previously indicated support for reflective QoS;

d)
to request specific QoS handling and segregation of service data flows;
e)
to indicate to the network the relevant 5GSM parameters and capabilities (e.g. the UE's 5GSM capabilities, whether the UE supports more than 16 packet filters, the maximum data rate per UE for user-plane integrity protection supported by the UE for uplink and the maximum data rate per UE for user-plane integrity protection supported by the UE for downlink) for a PDN connection established when in S1 mode, after the first inter-system change from S1 mode to N1 mode, if the UE is operating in single-registration mode in the network supporting N26 interface; or
f)
to delete one or more mapped EPS bearer contexts.

NOTE:
The UE does not request a PDU session modification for an LADN when the UE is located outside the LADN service area.
When the UE-requested PDU session modification procedure is used to indicate a change of 3GPP PS data off UE status for a PDU session (see subclause 6.2.10), the UE shall initiate the UE-requested PDU session modification procedure even if the timer T3396, T3584, T3585 or the back-off timer is running or is deactivated.

If the UE sends the PDU session modification for the MA PDU sessions, the UE reflects changes of the user plane of the MA PDU Session(s) over the access.
