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Overall description
CT1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS R2-1905464/C1-193048 informing CT1 about the one-step and two-step Resume procedure where for both one-step or two-step cases, results in UE ending up in RRC_INACTIVE – however, in the 2-step case there is re-direction and so a cell change.
RAN2 in the LS requested CT1 to answer the following question:-

· CT1 is kindly requested to answer if the 2-step resume procedure with redirection described above is supported by NAS

CT1 has discussed the points raised by RAN2 and it is of CT1's understanding that when NAS requests a resume, NAS will be informed of the outcome, be it a successful resume or an unsuccessful resume. In case resume is unsuccessful, NAS can take action then to reinitiate the request to resume if still required or perform other abnormal handling.

However, what CT1 is not clear is what if any indication is provided by RRC to NAS should the NAS request to resume ends with a re-direct and a cell change at RRC (i.e the two step Resume procedure). If NAS is not informed of this result, it could end up that NAS will retry the request to resume, thus may inadvertently cause a loop.
If in Rel-15, this 2-step approach ending with a re-direct and a cell change, has to be non-transparent to NAS for NAS to re-initiate a request to resume, then it is CT1 preference to not have this 2-step resume procedure for NAS initiated resume. Otherwise CT1 will have to consider changes to a frozen release and it is uncertain if such 2-step procedure are frequently occurring and causes serious mis-operations (FASMO) or for the case of NAS initiated resume, can be avoided all together.
