CT1 would like to thank RAN2 and RAN3 for contacting CT1 for the topic of piggybacking NAS messages over RRC and NGAP.

On RAN2’s explanation regarding why piggybacking both a NAS message requiring DRB setup and a NAS message not requiring DRB setup is not desirable and RAN2’s intent to clarify the sentence quoted in the LS further, CT1 has nothing to comment.
On the following RAN3’s questions, please find answers from the CT1 perspective below.
Question 1: if UE sends NAS service Request, can it send a following PDU session request before receiving the NAS Service Accept?

Answer: Yes, if the service request procedure is initiated by the UE in 5GMM-CONNECTED mode in order to re-establish user-plane resources of PDU session(s) without including PDU session status IE or Allowed PDU session status IE.

Question 2: if the NAS Service Accept is sent in a first RRC message, if a second RRC message carrying the NAS PDU Session Request is an RRC reconfiguration which fails completely, is it a problem for the UE which has received the NAS Service Accept in the first RRC message; but has not received the NAS PDU Session Request?

Answer: No.
