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1. Introduction
For the MuD/MiD services, it is possible that several users with different native identities are allowed to use the same identity when making and receiving calls. In the case to originating calls, the user has to inform the network which identity it wants to use, and if it is authorized to use it, the request is served with given identity. However, for terminating call cases directed to particular identity, there is a need to determine which users are allowed and configured to use this identity in order to be able to forward the request properly.
2. Reason for Change
For the terminating call cases, the AS serving the user holding the terminating identity needs to have the information regarding all the identities of the users who are allowed and configured to use given identity, in order to be able to route the calls to those users and apply the required forwarding behaviour (e.g., to fork the call properly).
Therefore, it is proposed to specify the behaviour of the AS so that it is able to determine all the identities to which the request shall be forwarded. The AS has to also be able to determine the way the request shall be forwarded (e.g., sequential or parallel forking).

The AS may retrieve such information from the service database, which is to be implementation specific.

Subclause 4.5.3.4 only described the actions at the AS for terminating call case, for external alternative identity case. It is proposed to generalise the AS behaviour for MuD/MiD services, independently of the type of the identity.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.174.

4.5.3.4
Actions at the AS serving the user holding the terminating external alternative identity

For a terminating user, upon receiving an incoming INVITE or MESSAGE request, the AS supporting the MiD service shall determine the native identities of the users to which the AS shall forward the request. If the AS determines that the AS shall forward the request to any native identity, it applies required forwarding behaviour.
NOTE:
The way the AS determines the native identities of the users to which the AS shall forward the request and the required forwarding behaviour is implementation specific.
For each of the native identity to which the AS shall forward the request, if the identity in the Request-URI is different than the native identity, it modifies the request as follows:
a)
the Request-URI is set to the native identity configured in the AS; and

b)
an Additional-Identity header field, defined in annex A, is added and set to the identity received in the Request-URI.
