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	Reason for change:
	S2-1908159 was agreed in SA2#134, June 2019, to require the UE to apply ANDSP provided from the vPLMN to the PLMNs in the list of equivalent PLMNs, in roaming case. The agreed text is as below:

The ANDSP for VPLMN, if provided within the UE policy in the UE Configuration Update procedure described in TS 23.502 clause 4.2.4.3, applies to the equivalent PLMN(s) indicated in the last received list of equivalent PLMNs in Registration Accept.

This CR is to capture it in Stage-3 spec TS 24.526.

The logic for Stage-3 implementation is described as below:

1) Each signalled ANDSP shall be stored in a non-volatile memory in the ME together with a PLMN ID as indicated in the UE policy container.
In case of roaming, except for the PLMN(s) whose ANDSP exist explicitly in the last received ANDSP(s), the UE shall, for each of the PLMNs in the last received list of equivalent PLMNs, store the last received ANDSP corresponding to the RPLMN.
For better understanding, let’s consider a specific example: The ANDSP sent from the PCF to the UE (via AMF) can contain policy sections for more than one PLMN. As the figure-1 shows, when UE registered to PLMN-a, it receives the UE policy container from PCF which includes PSI-1,2, and 3. Among those PSI-1 and 2 correspond to PLMN-a, PSI-3 corresponds to PLMN-b. Meanwhile the UE had received a list of equivalent PLMNs (EPLMN list) during registration procedure in PLMN-a, and e.g. the EPLMN list includes PLMN-a, b, c, d. Then (in this example) there are two PLMNs (namely PLMN-a and b) included in the EPLMN list which have explicitly indicated ANDSP sent from vPCF. 

Giving this circumstances, as the PLMN-a is the currently registered PLMN, the UE applies the ANDSP corresponding to RPLMN (i.e. PLMN-a) to other PLMNs ( i.e. PLMN-c and d) in the EPLMN list. However, since PLMN-b has its own ANDSP sent from PCF, the ANDSP to PLMN-a does not apply to PLMN-b.
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Therefore, the relation for a storage will be as below:

Access network discovery and selection policy (ANDSP)
4.3.1
Overview

The ANDSP is used to control UE behaviour related to access network discovery and selection over non-3GPP access network.

ANDSP consists of:

-
WLAN Selection Policy (WLANSP) which is described in subclause 4.3.2.; and

-
non-3GPP access network (N3AN) node configuration information which is described in subclause 4.3.3.
The received ANDSP shall be stored in a non-volatile memory in the ME together with a PLMN ID as indicated in the UE policy section management sublist field specified in subclause D.6.2 in 3GPP TS 24.501 [11].
In case of roaming, except for the PLMN ID(s) exists in the last received UE policy, the UE shall, with each of  PLMN ID in the last received list of equivalent PLMNs, store the last received ANDSP corresponding to the RPLMN, for the following cases:
-
when UE receives ANDSP from the registered PLMN; or
-
when the stored list of equivalent PLMNs is changed.
