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1. Introduction
The text for describing MA PDU session release procedure is introduced.
2. Reason for Change
As specified in the TS 23.501 – see following extracted Table 5.6.1-1 -  MA PDU session is an attribute of a PDU session that cannot be modified during the whole lifetime of the PDU session.  There is no such procedure to convert an MA PDU session to an SA (Single Access) PDU session, thus this need to be reflected in TS 24.193 subclause 5.2.3. Additionally TS 24.193 subclause 5.2.4 (on converting MA to SA sessions) should be set void or subclause removed.

Based on the above anylasis, all the MA PDU session release procedure as specified in clause 4.22.10 in TS 23.502 should be reflected in clause 5.2.3 in TS 24.193.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.193 V0.2.0.

Editor's note: This part is FFS and depends on SA2 outcome.
In order to release the MA PDU session's user-plane resources of 3GPP access, of non-3GPP access or of both accesses:-
-	the SMF shall initiate the network-requested PDU session release procedure as specified in subclause 6.3.3.2 of 3GPP TS 24.501 [6] over 3GPP access or non-3GPP access, by sending the PDU SESSION RELEASE COMMAND message to the UE, e.g. when the AMF indicates to the SMF that the UE is deregistered over an access or when S-NSSAI of the MA PDU session is not in the Allowed NSSAI over an access. Over which access to initiate this network-requested PDU session release procedure is SMF implementation specific. To release the MA PDU session, the PDU SESSION RELEASE COMMAND message as specified in subclause 6.4.3.2 of 3GPP TS 24.501 [6] shall include the Access type IE indicating of which access or of both accesses, the user-plane resources are released;
-	the UE shall initiate the UE-requested PDU session release procedure as specified in subclause 6.4.3.2 of 3GPP TS 24.501 [6] over 3GPP access or non-3GPP access by sending the PDU SESSION RELEASE REQUEST message to the network. Over which access to initiate this UE-requested PDU session release procedure is UE implementation specific; and
-	when the UE receives the PDU SESSION RELEASE COMMAND message, the UE shall behave as specified in 3GPP TS 24.501 [6] subclause 6.3.3.3, and consider that the user plane resources of the MA PDU session have been released over the accesses indicated in Access type IE.
