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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for the LS on SUPI formats for 5WWC. 

SA2 has discussed the proposal from CT1 and has the following observations:

Case-1) SUPI containing IMSI:
SA2 agrees that there should be no impact to NAS

Case-2) SUPI containing a Line Id:
Scenario 1:

· A 5GC operator may own the wireline access and be able to ensure that the Line ID is unique per serving network PLMN ID

Scenario 2:

· An 5GC operator may wholesale access from wireline access providers, in which case there may be several separate administrations of the set of line IDs exposed to the 5GC operator and their operational practices may not ensure global uniqueness of the Line ID
· In the last scenario, an ID of the access network provider (AN ID) could be used, where Line ID is unique per AN ID. 
· The W-AGF may construct an ID based on Line ID and AN ID that is unique within the PLMN. It can however not be assumed that this ID is globally unique. Therefore, also serving network PLMN ID needs to be included. 
These two scenarios are currently discussed in BBF and SA2 expects that BBF will inform 3GPP about the outcome of the discussions. 

It is SA2 understanding that a SUPI for these scenarios could take the form of a Rel-15 network specific identifier. However, the format of the username and realm parts need to take into account the above considerations as well as feedback from BBF. 

Case-3) SUPI containing an HFC_Identifier:
Similar considerations as for Case 2 applies
