Overall description
3GPP TSG CT would like to inform UNDRR that the 3GPP technical report dedicated to enhancements of Public Warning System, 3GPP TR 23.735 was approved in 3GPP TSG CT plenary#85 in New Port Beach, USA in September 2019.
The study of 3GPP TR 23.735 technical report intends to address the language issue of a warning message written in local language that is broadcasted by 3GPP system for foreigners by enabling language-independent content mapped to an event or a disaster to be supported as well as texts in a warning message. For that purpose, it is planned to send a liaison to request ISO to define new characters (i.e. Unicode symbols) mapping to specific pictograms that intuitively remind users of disasters when the normative work for the technical specification is completed in March 2020.
It is found that UNDRR published the report whose title is “Economic Losses, Poverty & Disasters 1998-2017” and that its report includes pictograms mapped to disasters responsible for the majority losses in the world. 
Therefore, 3GPP TSG CT would like to ask UNDRR the following question.

Question 1:
Is it possible for pictograms mapped to disasters in the UNDRR report to be recommended to ISO in order to let ISO define new characters (i.e. Unicode symbols) representing those pictograms?
In addition, the study of 3GPP TR 23.735 technical report intends to address the issue related to mobile devices with no user interface (e.g. IoT devices) by defining new message identifiers dedicated to mobile devices with no user interface.

It is found that UNDRR’s report describes what kind of natural disasters cause human death and economic losses but it does not seem to provide any information on what kind of technological disasters (e.g. chemical spill, radiation according to the classification defined by EMDAT website) need to be taken into account to reduce human death and economic losses.

Therefore, 3GPP TSG CT would like to ask UNDRR the following question.

Question 2:
What kind of technological disasters are recommended to be taken into account for disasters that need to be alerted to mobile devices with no user interface by a public warning message over 3GPP system in order to reduce the economic losses?
