1. Introduction
The present specification contains an empty clause on V2X communication over PC5.
2. Reason for Change

A general on V2X communication over PC5 should be added to describe the purpose of the clause and the general requirements on V2X communication over PC5. It is important to note that SA3 is working in security for V2X messages in 3GPP TS 33.836 so V2X communication over PC5 needs to fulfil security requirements. Hence, it is proposed to add an editor’s notes on this.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.587 v0.1.1.
6.1
V2X communication over PC5
Editor’s note: This clause will provide description of the procedures at the UE, and between Ues, for V2X communication over PC5.

6.1.1
General
This clause describes the procedures at the UE, and between UEs, for V2X communication over PC5.

The UE shall support requirements for securing V2X communication over PC5.
Editor’s note: 
Further details about securing V2X communication over PC5 will be added as soon as SA3 conclude their study in 3GPP TS 33.836 and add necessary requirements in Rel-16.

Both IP based and non-IP based V2X communication over PC5 are supported. For IP based V2X communication, only IPv6 is used. IPv4 is not supported in this release of the present document.
V2X messages carried over PC5 are exchanged using user plane and they can be sent or received over broadcast, unicast or groupcast depending on whether the user equipment (UE) is using the NG radio access network (NG-RAN) or the evolved universal terrestrial radio access (E-UTRAN).
NOTE: 
Further details about whether broadcast, unicast or groupcast can be used over PC5 are described in 3GPP TS 23.287 [2] clause 5.2.1.
