4.6.2
Originating Identification Restriction (OIR)

In case of the MuD service, no impact.

In case of the MiD service, the OIR service shall be applied by the AS serving the user holding the originating external alternative identity or virtual identity, in case it is involved. If it is not involved, the OIR service shall be applied by the AS serving the originating user.

4.6.3
Terminating Identification Presentation / Terminating Identification Restriction (TIP/TIR)

In case of the MuD service, no impact.
In case of the MiD service, no impact on TIP service. For TIR service, theAS serving the terminating user shall not update the SIP information in responses sent to the originating AS or the URI representing the UE's native identity may be set to an anonymous value, in order to hide information about the terminating UE's native identity to the originating user. If TIR applies for the served user, the AS serving the terminating user shall add a Privacy header field set to "id" and if a Privacy header field set to "none" is received the AS shall remove it. If a Privacy header field set to "id" is received from the terminating UE, the AS serving the terminating user shall pass it unchanged to the originating user.

Explicit Communication Transfer (ECT)

No impact; i.e. neither service shall affect the operation of the other service. In case of MiD service, if the UE set a Referred-By header field in the REFER request to indicate the transferor's identity, it shall use the same identity as the one used for the established session.

Conference calling (CONF)

No impact, i.e. neither service shall affect the operation of the other service.
In case of MiD service, if the UE set a Referred-By header field in the REFER request to indicate the identity of the inviting user, it shall use the same identity as the one used for the established session.

Communication Diversion (CDIV)

At the AS serving the user holding the terminating external alternative or virtual identity, the CFU (communication forwarding unconditional) take precedence over execution of MiD and MuD services.

At the terminating side, if several federated UEs return a SIP 486 (Busy Here) response, and the other UEs of the federation do not reply or are not logged in, then when there are several call forwarding conditions running at the same time due to MuD service, it is under AS responsibility to decide the call forwarding of which identity shall apply.

Anonymous Communication Rejection (ACR) and Communication Barring (CB)

In case of the MuD service, Incoming Communications Barring (ICB) and Anonymous Call Rejection (ACR) of the non-native identity take precedence over MuD service.
If an incoming request indicates the usage of the MiD service, then Incoming Communications Barring (ICB) and Anonymous Call Rejection (ACR) of the non-native identity take precedence over MiD service. At the AS serving the originating user, the Outgoing Communication Barring (OCB) service takes precedence over the MiD service.

Message Waiting Indication (MWI)

In case of the MuD service, there is no impact on the operation of the other service.


The MWI is not supported for the identities, which are shared.

Flexible Alerting (FA)
