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1. Introduction
This CR intends to remove a overlaped part about the network behavior for establishment of an MA PDU session. 

2. Reason for Change
TS 23.501 defines the network behavior for establishment of an MA PDU session as follows (in subclause 5.32.2):
A MA PDU Session may be established either:

a)
when it is explicitly requested by an ATSSS-capable UE; or

b)
when an ATSSS-capable UE requests a single-access PDU Session but the network decides to establish a MA PDU Session instead. This is an optional scenario specified in TS 23.502 [3], clause 4.22.3, which may occur when the UE requests a single-access PDU Session but no policy (e.g. no URSP rule) and no local restrictions in the UE mandate a single access for the PDU Session.

Based on this requirement, the network behavior for establishment of an MA PDU session is specfied in the general section of Multi-access PDU session.
However, this network behavior is overlaped with other subclauses (i.e. the subclauses for "converting to MA PDU session" or the subclauses for "modification to MA PDU session").
In order to make the introduction generic and reduce the overlaped behavior, we propose to remove the network behavior for establishment of an MA PDU session in subclause 4.2 of TS 24.193.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.193 v0.2.0.

4.2
Multi-access PDU session
An MA PDU session is a PDU Session that provides a PDU connectivity service, which can use one 3GPP access network or one non-3GPP access network at a time, or simultaneously one 3GPP access network and one non-3GPP access network as defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 [2].
An MA PDU session can be established when the UE is registered to the same PLMN over 3GPP access network and non-3GPP access network or registered to different PLMNs over 3GPP access network and non-3GPP access network respectively. A UE can initiate MA PDU session establishment when the UE is registered to a PLMN over both 3GPP access network and non-3GPP access network, or only registered to one access network.
An ATSSS capable UE can establish an MA PDU session based on the URSP rules as defined in TS 24.526 [5].
